Date: March 11, 2015
Critical Inquiry Question:  
What are the Five Senses?



 
Lesson: Introduction to the Five Senses (Popcorn Activity)
Time: 35 min
SLOs: From the Program of Studies
· Identify each of the senses, and explain how we use our senses in interpreting the world
Instructional Objectives: (Not outcomes, but lesson objectives. Not a description of lesson procedure, but an indication of what students will know or be able to do by the end of the lesson).
Knowledge:

· Students will identify each of the senses
· Students will make observations about each of the senses

· Students will explain how they use their senses in the world

· Students will describe observations using images/writing

Why do we have our five senses?
Materials:

Book to introduce the five senses: “Five for a little one” by Chris Raschka
Five Senses matching sheet

Popcorn kernels
Popcorn popper

Plastic cups for popcorn

Popcorn observation sheets

Preparation:

Have popcorn popper and kernels ready by the sink.
Adaptations:

Check for food allergies ( one peanut allergy in K (Ethan)
Lesson Procedure:

1. Gather the students in a reading area and introduce the topic of the day: The five senses. Ask for hands up for students who can list any of the five senses. In no response, inform students of the five senses.

2. Read a book that identifies the five senses: “Five for a little one”. After reading/during reading discuss how and why we are able to see, taste, touch, smell and hear.

3. Inform the students of the importance of the five senses. Senses are important and then can help protect you in dangerous environments. For example when the fire bell rings we hear the bell and we know to get outside to where it is safe. For some people who can’t hear there is a flashing light in the room, which tells them that they need to get outside, because they might not be able to hear the bell ringing. 

4. Tell the students that we are going to do a 5 senses experiment with popcorn!

5. Have the students go to the rectangle table and take out a pencil
6. Select a student to pass out the popcorn observation sheets, and I will get the popcorn popper going
7. Ask the students what their predictions will be once the popcorn starts popping. What will you hear? What do you think we will smell? 
8. Examples of senses: Yellow, lumpy (See) or Crunchy, loud (Hear) or Buttery, strong or sweet (Smell) or Greasy, rough (Touch) or Salty, delicious (Taste)

9. Write the categories of the five senses onto chart paper to organize the senses so we can record observations when the popcorn begins to pop

10. Ask students for responses for what they are hearing, seeing and smelling and write them onto the chart paper. Have students take turns coming up to the machine to observe the popcorn while it is popping

11. After the popcorn is done popping inform the students to use their pencil and write down their favorite word on their observation sheet for what they saw, heard and smelt. Once these 3 areas are filled out then hand each student a cup of popcorn. Explain to the students that they should not eat the popcorn yet! First have the students touch the popcorn and then tell me what they feel when they touch the popcorn. Then they can record that answer on their observation sheet

12. Lastly, allow the students to taste the popcorn. Ask them what it tastes like then have them record that answer on their observation sheet

13. Allow students to eat their popcorn

14. Next, pass out the students a copy of the matching senses worksheet. Tell them they will need scissors and glue and will match the correct sense to the correct body part location. 
15. While students are doing this ask them what body parts they were using to smell, see, hear, touch, and taste the popcorn during our experiment.

Assessment:

How will you know if students met your lesson objectives? What are you looking for in this formative assessment?
