	Learning Activity #2
	Making the maple leafs for our tree:
· Give students two leafs – one right and one responsibility

· Have them right in pencil first on the leaf, then trace over it in sharpie

· Cut out the leafs

· Sponge paint (red, yellow or orange)

	Assessments/ Differentiation
	Observe how students are working together
Observe that students are correctly righting their rights and responsibilities onto their leafs – green for a right and red/orange for a responsibility
